
TECHNICAL COMMITTEE 4th. APRIL, 2006

 RECORD OF MEETING 

· Pass and Licence :- It was agreed that with effect from January 2007 only Officials with a Pass and Licence would be covered by UK athletics insurance as “Graded Officials” all others being treated as “Helpers”. This decision to be communicated at the Officials Conference, through the May Newsletter and to County/ National Association Officials Secretaries during April/ May 2006. (Additional application forms available from Liz Patrick at UKA Offices)
· Education and Training:- Further update given to meeting endorsing the process set out in the Feb 7th. minutes

· Assessment process:-Review of the process has taken place following the trial at the AAA Under 20 Championships which will be discussed at the Officials Conference, after which the procedures will be further refined for use during the summer season.

· Health & Safety matters. In preparation for a further Risk Assessment of Officials activities an audit of UKA Officials work is to be carried out during the summer months.

· USA Exchange visit:- As reported at the previous meeting that whilst Chris Lidstone and Margaret Werrett will be representing UKA in America, USA’s exchange starters will be Raymond Pierre and Tiffany Freddie. We will be welcoming to them to join our Starting teams at the UKA National Young Athlete Finals at Alexander Stadium, Birmingham over the weekend of 2nd/ 3rd. September.

· European Indoor 2007-Officials appointments:-Selections to be made on Saturday, 8th April.

· New Rule book 2006:-New Rule book now been published and has been sent to National/ Territorial Offices
· Technical Officials Conference:- Reported that all 150 places had been taken up.

· Newsletter:- The next newsletter to be sent out at the end of May 2006
· Gun Legislation:- Alan Bell, representing UKA, still continues to liase with the Home Office in respect of the Violent Crime Reduction Bill (VCRB).

· Officials Awards:-In preparation to be able to make Awards to Officials for their service to the Sport stastisical information to be obtained so that awards can be made by the end of the year.

· English athletics/ Territorial associations:-In the light of the establishment of English athletics and the nine English Regions with responsibilities for the management of athletics in England it was proposed that the question of Regionalisation in relation to Officials be considered by the new English Regional Chairs with a request that they make recommendations especially in relation to the selection of Peer Groups, upgrading and appointment of Officials. Within UKA Roger Simons will be the person liasing with English Athletics over these matters.
